Bank Closure: Sadly, all the best
endeavours of our local Councillors, local
residents and BAG came to nought, and
the NatWest Bank at the top of
Twentywell Lane duly closed as
advertised on Wednesday 13th July.

This was despite a petition containing
over 400 signatures, several letters of
objection, a meeting with regional
management and support given to our
campaign by both our local MP (the
Deputy Prime Minister) and the full City
Council.

The only concession was an offer to hold
‘clinics’ at the branch, by appointment,
for a further two weeks to help explain to
customers how they could conduct their
business over the internet or by post.

It is ironic that this action comes from a
bank that is currently owned
predominantly by the public, and hot on
the heels of an advertising campaign
extolling its virtues as a “helpful and
caring bank”, promising to be “the last to
leave town”.

Planming: Proposed changes to national
legislation could present both threats and
opportunities for Bradway. The Localism
Bill contains provision for communities
to draw up ‘neighbourhood development
plans’, whilst its sister document, the
draft  National Planning  Policy
Framework, envisages the removal of
many of the current restraints on
development and could pose a threat to
the green belt. BAG will closely monitor
the situation and respond where
necessary.

Locally, an objection was submitted to
an application to amend the access
arrangements for the two new houses on
Prospect Road (Nos 25 & 25A) on the
grounds that this would increase

Blue bins on hold

Changes to recycling locally that would
allow residents to choose which of the
blue bins and boxes to use, have been put
on hold because no agreement has been
reached with Veolia over the financial
implications.

The whole question of waste collection
and recycling in Sheffield will now be
addressed by a cross-party working
group. This will include whether wheelie
bins should be collected every week or
every fortnight, and look at the costs and
the impact on re-cycling rates.

Roman farmstead
discovered in Whirlow

Remains of a Roman farmstead “of
some importance” have recently been
unearthed at Whirlow Hall Farm in
Sheffield, raising intriguing questions
about the extent of Roman activity and
settlement in  the Sheffield area.
Previously no farming settlements of this
date had been found within the city.

The rectangular-shaped enclosure
formed by a ditch was revealed during a
geophysical survey undertaken by
professional archaeologists and
volunteers as part of an ongoing Heritage
Lottery funded project at the farm. The
results of the survey go to show just how
valuable geophysics can be as a tool for
discovering archaeology that would have
otherwise have lain undetected.

Archaeologists and volunteers
subsequently digging at the site for three
weeks, have discovered a wide range of
Roman pottery, some of which has come
from as far away as Gaul. Initial
inspection of the pottery suggests dates in
the second century AD - the time of the
Roman emperors Hadrian and Antoninus
Pius.
